The 1954 "28 series" is made up of a Custom 4
door sedan, a Custom Catalina, a Deluxe 4door sedan
and a Deluxe Convertible. These models are built on
a 124 inch wheel base and have an overall length of
213.7" compared to the 202.7" overall length of the
Chieftain series.
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designation special,deluxe and custom Chieftains will
apply as they did in 1953. Added to this will be
deluxe and custom Star Chief for the 1954 28 series.

Serial Number

The letter prefix of the serial numbers, P,A,C,F,
K,L,T or W, indicate the assembly plant. The first
digit 6 or 8 indicates the number of cylinders. The
second letter "Z" refers to the year 1954. The third
letter indicates the type of transmission. This will
be "S" or "H" on the 25-27 series for Synchro-
Mesh or Hydra-Matic and "C" for Synchro-Mesh

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BODY CHANGES FOR 1954

A total of 13 body styles are available for 1954.
Many new appearance items will be apparent on the
1954 model such as new paint colors, radiator grille,
silver streak radiator nameplate, hood ornament,
back-up lamps, deluxe and custom side mouldings,
fender nameplates, chromed gravel guards for special
models, trunk compartment handle and mounting, rear
fender medallion on 25-27 series, deluxe and custom
wheel disc colors and interior trim.

The rear doors of all models will have the locking
mechanism placed in the "free-wheeling' position at
the factory. This will make the inside door handle
inoperative when the inside locking button is depressed
and is a very desirable safety feature especially for
those owners who have small children. For those who
desire the earlier type operation of the rear door lock
mechanism, the rear door lock can be taken out of the
free-wheeling position at the dealership. This proce-
dure is covered in Fisher Body Service News Number
2 Dated 11-15-52.

A Fisher Body Service News covering all new
body features will be released in the near future.

CHASSIS CHANGES FOR 1954

Body Mounts (Fig. 1)

New, more flexible body mounts are used on all
models except convertible and taxis. On the new mounts
the body bolt insulator separates and cushions the body
bolt from the frame by means of a molded rubber insu-
lator assembly (Fig. 1). When installed, a portion of this
insulator projects through a circular hole inthe frame
while its squared upper portion acts as a cushion be-
tween the frame and body. A lower insulator fits around
the upper part at the lock nut end. Metal to metal
contact is thereby eliminated and the accompanying
road noise minimized. A steel spacer is used in the
center of the insulator assembly which seats against
a washer at each end. This spacer provides a limit
or stop to which the nut can be tightened. Therefore,
all mounts are compressed the same amount at in-
stallation. The softer rubber being used, together
with relocated body bolts, greatly improves riding
comfort and reduces transmission of road noise.

This new body bolt and insulator assembly has a
torque specification of 30-35 1b. ft. onall1954 models
using the new type insulator. The 1953 type insulator
still used on convertibles and taxis, to give a greater
rigidity, has a torque specification of 10-12 1b. ft.
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
